The Iintentions of bill S-215

A 1. to decrease the numbers of
Ahariadinal women and airls (A\AIGQ)

who are victims of violent crimes.

A 2. to provide equal protection of the law
for AWGSs guaranteed by the Charter of
Rights and Freedoms.

A 3. to protect AWGSs from violence as
guaranteed by the UNDRIP.

A 4. to provide a balance to the Gladue
provision for Aboriginal offenders.
